• One possibility would be to give Sweden an exemption 
for AIID or to let each member state decide for 
themselves.

• A new directive  for cars will be effective in 2007.

• No formal request as of today
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EU
• Until October election: the Swedish Government pushed 

the AIID issue at various levels and fora
• The Swedish Government prepared a formal request to 

the EU to be allowed to go ahead
• In the EU Parliament a half-time report re the European 

Road Safety Program will be voted upon in January -07. 
In this report the Commission will be requested to permit 
individual member states to test AIID in full scale trials

• Also a request for a max permitted BAC limit of 0.05% in 
all member states and 0.02 for young drivers.
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
